 Surface restoration will be done in the form of soil mixing and blending with potential addition of 
chemical amendments to address concentrations of ESP and/or SAR within the effective root zone while 
soil excavation will target subsurface concentrations of EC to depths upward of sixty (60) feet BLS above 
Statewide Order 29-B, Chapter 3, pit closure standards for off-site disposal. Again, this alternate plan is not 
endorsed by the authors or suggested to be the most feasible plan, warranted, or necessary based on the 
evaluation of data below and the protection of human health, the environment, and the uses of the Property.  
Such a plan is not necessary based on the nature and extent of conditions at the LAA, would result in more 
harm than good for the property, and would render the property unusable during implementation. Figure O-
1 in Appendix A illustrates the general boundaries of the areas of soil remediation and surface restoration 
drawn to satisfy the potential requirements of the administrative hearing. Appendix B contains the 
supporting documentation for the costs associated with the unnecessary alternate soil remediation plan.
